Welcome to our 60th Annual Meeting! WRSA is hosting its first-ever virtual conference meeting in the middle of 

COVID-19 pandemic. Though we cannot meet in person, we have a fantastic few days in store for you!  

 Everything you need to know about the meeting is in the following pages. Before diving in, take a few 

moments to read the next few paragraphs for an overview of the schedule. Please also do take some time to 

familiarize yourself with the session guidelines and instructions for our virtual meeting (pages 1–2). The 

Program Participant Locator (pages 27–32) will help you locate your assignments. As always, late program 

changes may occur; be sure to double-check your assignments in case your original schedule has shifted. 

 This year, our meeting starts on Monday afternoon in the virtual meeting room (Las Vegas) with the 10th 

Annual Lay James Gibson Opening Plenary (page 3). It will feature a special panel discussion session on 

“Impacts of the Covid-19 Pandemic on the 2020 U.S. and 2021 Canadian Censuses and on North American 

Spatial Demographic/Economic Trends” organized by David Plane from The University of Arizona.  

 On Tuesday afternoon, please join us in the virtual meeting room (Las Vegas) for the 8th Annual Getis-Ord 

Lecture in Spatial Analysis (page 4), where this year’s speaker is Shaowen Wang from the University of Illinois, 

Urbana-Champaign. Alan Murray, from the University of California Santa Barbara, is the discussant. 

 The WRSA’s Annual Award Ceremony is scheduled for the midday on Wednesday. At the Ceremony, this 

year’s President (62nd President of WRSA), Richard Church, will give his Presidential Address (page 5) and the 

Tiebout and Stough-Johansson Springer Prize winners will be announced. WRSA is also offering two special 

panel discussion sessions: Editors Panel Discussion organized by Janet Kohlhase on Monday afternoon (page 6) 

and Professional Development Workshop organized by Sandy Dall’erba on Wednesday evening (page 7). 

 Even with the challenges of meeting online, we have a total of 115 research papers with 26 breakout sessions 

to share your research, listen to your colleagues, and find new collaborators. Most of the breakout sessions have 

four papers and each paper is allocated with 45 minutes: 25-30 minutes of presentation, 5 minutes for discussant, 

and 5-10 minutes for questions from, and open discussion with, session attendees.  

 A final reminder: The links for each room change each day, so be sure to check this program for the correct 

link. If you have problems with a link, please email the room host and they will be able to get you the correct 

link (emails are on page 1). Additionally, the links for the special sessions, which are open to all participants, can 

be found on the pages 3 through 7. Please do not share these links with others who have not registered for the 

conference. WRSA does depend on the registration fees from the conference to continue operations all year long.

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Instructions to Session Chairs, Presenters, and Discussants 
 
 

1. All the conference participants are required to log on using their own Zoom Account. If you do not 

have one, please create a free Zoom account to join the WRSA virtual meeting. You can find more 

information about how to create a Zoom account on the next page (page 2). 
 

2. The official time of the program is in Pacific Standard Time of the United States, which is GMT-8 hours. 
 

3. Please adhere to the times printed in the program. Each session presentation is assigned a specific time. If 

you have a no-show, use the time for a discussion of the proceeding paper(s) or for a recess. Do not shift 

papers to fill voids, as individuals may want to attend a particular paper. 
 

4. The virtual room will be available approximately 5-10 minutes before the start of each session. 
 

5. When you arrive in the virtual room, please “raise your hand” so that the room host can make you a 

panelist and allow you to share your screen. The chair is responsible in making sure everyone is present. 
 

6. Most sessions have 4 papers. Session Chairs should allocate 45 minutes to each paper (25-30 minutes 

presentation, 5 minutes discussant, and 5-10 minutes for audience questions/comments). If you have 3 or 5 

papers in your session allocate the time accordingly. 
 

7. Hold everyone to the time allotted. If a speaker continues after time has expired, ask those present to join 

you in thanking the speaker, and announce the next presentation. The audience and the other speakers will 

respect and support your decision. 
 

8. Please be considerate of the next session by ensuring your session is completed at the appropriate time and 

that the virtual meeting room is vacated in time for the next session to set up. 
 

9. Each paper is assigned a discussant to review and offer constructive comments on the paper. There is one 

discussant for each paper. The discussants for each session are listed in the program.  

The discussant should come prepared to provide approximately 5 minutes discussion of the paper. 

Possible speaking points include its merits and questions’ regarding methods, data, or findings – a summary 

of the paper is neither expected nor appropriate. As a presenter, we ask that you share your paper (or 

PowerPoint presentation) with your discussant as early as possible, so that the discussant has sufficient time 

to review it. 
 

10. Coffee Breaks will be there twice a day: one during the morning session and another during the afternoon 

session in each virtual meeting room. You can socialize in this virtual coffee break in your own session or 

visit other virtual meeting rooms to meet your colleagues. Once you join a coffee break, the room host 

will let you turn on your audio and video.
